Area Wide Prospectus (AWP)

The AWP is the directory of all 14-19 courses available in Oxfordshire. It allows young people to search for courses that they are interested in and save them to a favourites area. The AWP is also the key tool for the Common Application Process.

Since 2007 all areas have been required to provide an online AWP.

Local consortia may be provided with some funding to release staff to attend this training in order to develop their entry on the AWP.

Common Application Process (CAP)

The CAP is the mechanism by which 16 year olds will make their post 16 choices. The system is expected to be required from 2010. Oxfordshire has had three pilot areas in 2008 and is rolling out the programme in 2009.

The CAP allows school, colleges and consortia to manage their applications effectively and is a key tool in the September Guarantee.

Individual Learning Plans (Planit)

Planit is an Individual Learning Plan that aims to support young people in making choices about their future. 

It follows a three-part model:

1. “Where are you now?” providing opportunities to record aspects of school life and build a profile. 

2. “Where would you like to get to?” providing opportunities to search for careers and courses.

3. ”How are you going to get there?” allowing young people to action plan

Planit will be used alongside the Learning Platform and performs a different function
