Rural funding pilot

Plan

You will recall that as part of the rural funding proposals, the South East Consortium was awarded £50000 as Icknield Community College is one of the eight most rural schools in Oxfordshire.

The funding was awarded against a proposal that technology could be provided for young people to use while traveling.

The pilot:

A group of young people from Icknield Community College – who travel to OCVC to study mechanics (11)or Hairdressing (7) will be provided with a notebook computer.

The minibus that takes them to and from College will be equipped with a mobile router (£450), so that they can gain access to the internet.

The LA will provide the hardware, set up the machines for use and provide insurance and an acceptable use policy.

Icknield will monitor the use of the machines in accordance with this policy and provide the option to connect to the school network when in school (£324).

OCVC will provide the option to connect to their network (£324) when at the College and provide a safe storage space when the machines are not in use.

After the pilot:

The trial will run for a six week period after Easter – costing no more than £2000 in total. The results will be evaluated before a decision as to whether to continue and commit more funds or to change the project is taken.
The evaluation will be conducted by spending a day with the students using the machines.
