Introduction

The four secondary schools, special school, training company and College in the South East of Oxfordshire have been working together on collaborative curriculum provision for the last few years. The partnership has existed for much longer than this.

In the last  two years the pace of this collaborative work has quickened as the DCSF’s reform programme has quickened.

September 2009 sees the start of the first diploma programmes being offered in the South East.

This is in the context of the 14-19 Reform Programme, which has as its key aims Raising Participation and Achievement.

The fundamental aspects of this are that:

Young people will have to remain in learning until they are 18 (this is not the same as staying in school or college until 18)

Entitlement to study:

General qualifications (GCSE and A level), 

Diplomas (any of the 17 lines at 3 levels)

Apprenticeship 

Foundation Learning Tier.

The DCSF expects much of this to be done collaboratively between organisations in an area.
